It was
founded by French-Canadian Frangois Payette, who was originally a fur trapper with the North
West Company.

As of the 2010 census, the population was 22,623. Payette County is comprised of 3 cities:
Payette, Fruitland, and New Plymouth. Payette is the county seat and is the largest of the three
cities, with a population of 7,414. Payette was originally settled as a railroad camp and called
Boomerang for the log boom on the Payette River.
